  At our meeting on August 11th, we were treated 
to travel presentations from four of our members 
ï President Bob Gibson, Past President Ray 
Williams, Bob Kearns and Stephen Snell.

  First up was Bob Gibson who showed us 
pictures of his and Juneôs river cruise though 
Europe, taken about 10 months ago.

They then cruised through 
Amsterdam where they saw many boats on the 
canal where people live.

On other parts of the trip he saw 
much of the typical architecture, many lakes 
(many covered in algae) and also visited the 
lovely hot pools (he came out red from his body 
reacting to the heat of the water ï great dye job). 
A restaurant they visited specialized in meats 
and vegetables steamed in the ground. One 
area had many feral cats. When he asked the 
keeper why, he was told ñlots of cats, no ratsò. 
  He ended his presentation by telling everyone 
how beautiful the island was with lots of 
gorgeous flowers and vegetation. 
 

  Our last presenter, Bob Kearns, took the time 
to instruct us on how to set up a good slide 
show. He talked about the importance of how 
you take good pictures and emphasized what 
should and shouldnôt be in your pictures and he 
showed some slides to demonstrate this.
